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WHEREAS, pursuant to Article 17 of Regulation (EU) 2021/821, the European Commission is empowered to adopt delegated acts in order to amend Annex I of the Regulation in conformity with the relevant obligations and commitments and any amendment thereof that Member States, and where applicable the Union, have accepted as members of the international non-proliferation regimes and export control arrangements or by ratification of relevant international treaties;
ACKNOWLEDGING that international export control regimes on dual-use goods and technologies play a crucial role in preventing the proliferation of nuclear, chemical or biological weapons and their means of delivery as well as the destabilizing accumulation of conventional arms and dual-use goods.
EXPRESSING their continuous commitment to the Wassenaar Arrangement and its guidelines and their will to continue to support and uphold them; 
RECOGNIZING that the present declaration is meant to complement and strengthen, without duplication, existing controls under the international regime of the Wassenaar Arrangement;
RECOGNIZING that it is paramount that the proposals for goods and technologies as detailed in the Annex to this Declaration be continuously promoted within the framework of the Wassenaar Arrangement in order to achieve full consensus; 
CONSIDERING that the prompt and coordinated adoption of these controls is essential to ensuring their effectiveness and to upholding the objectives of international security and non-proliferation;
RECALLING that it is a prerogative of Member States to identify these goods and technologies and that, pursuant to Art. 17 of the Dual Use Regulation, the Commission is empowered to adopt delegated acts in order to amend the list of dual-use items set out in Annexes I; 
RECALLING that the introduction of export controls for the items in the Annex is not intended to be directed against any state or group of states and does not aim to impede bona fide civil transactions;
ACKNOWLEDGING that this Declaration is an exceptional measure for the adoption of specific new export controls, as set out in the Annex to this Declaration;
All EU Member States that are Participating States in the Wassenaar Arrangement (hereinafter the Signatories) declare:
There is a broad consensus in the framework of the Wassenaar Arrangement on the necessity to add to the regime’s control list the goods and technologies as listed in the Annex to the present Declaration. Nevertheless, due to a continued, instrumental use of technical study reserves, this addition could not yet be formally agreed, thus hampering the effectiveness of the regime itself and resulting in a threat to international security.
The Signatories stress that they, as all the other Member States of the European Union that are Participating States in the Wassenaar Arrangement, strongly support the addition of the goods and technologies, as listed in the Annex to the present Declaration, to the Wassenaar Arrangement export control list.
The Signatories consider that, due to these exceptional circumstances, as well as the importance of the subject for the international security, this political support needs to be reflected in the Union law by adding these items to the list of dual-items subject to export control measures, pursuant to Art. 17 of Regulation (EU) 2021/821. 
This Declaration is not intended to and does not create any legally binding rights or obligations.
