Pursuant to Article 11, paragraph 2, of the European Convention for the Prevention of Torture and Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment, and having regard to the position of the Committee of Ministers and of the Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of Europe on the matter, the Government of Latvia requests the introduction of an “automatic publication procedure”.

The Government of Latvia hereby agrees that future visit reports of the European Committee for the Prevention of Torture and Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment (the Committee) in respect of Latvia will be published automatically following their transmission to the Latvian authorities, but not earlier than one month after transmission. This agreement applies equally to responses of the Government of Latvia to the Committee's reports. 
The Government of Latvia reserves the right to postpone the publication of a given Committee's report or response for a maximum of six months. If this concerns a Committee's report, the Government of Latvia shall inform the Committee in writing of its wish to postpone the publication of the report of the Committee no later than one month after transmission to Latvia. In the case of a postponement of publication concerning the Government's reply, the Committee shall be informed of the request for postponement of publication by sending the said reply.
The automatic publication procedure shall in no way affect the existing practice whereby the authorities of Latvia and the Committee may, where appropriate, agree that certain data should remain confidential in accordance with Article 11, paragraph 3, of the Convention establishing the Committee. 

Any preliminary observations made by the Committee delegations at the end of their visits and corresponding replies given by the authorities shall remain as a rule confidential, unless the authorities request their publication.
