Letter of Commitment on the provision of public co-financing for the project proposal “Biopharmaceutical Research Centre”, to be submitted in the second round of the call for proposals in Programme Horizon Europe call “Teaming for Excellence (HORIZON-WIDERA-2023-ACCESS-01-01-two-stage)” 

Introduction
At the meeting of 5 March 2024, the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Latvia (hereinafter – the Cabinet of Ministers) considered the informative report presented by the Ministry of Education and Science on the provision of public co-financing for the implementation of the project “Biopharmaceutical Research Centre” (hereinafter – the Report). 
The report emphasizes that the project will have a strong impact on the transformation of the economy and the development of the innovation ecosystem in Latvia. It will directly contribute to human capital development in research and innovation, including achieving the expected values for indicators such as ‘Number of researchers in assisted units (full-time equivalent)’ and ‘Nominal value of research and innovation equipment,’ as outlined in the European Union Cohesion Policy program for Latvia (2021-2027). Additionally, the projects will contribute to achieving target values specified in the National Development Plan (2021-2027) and the Guidelines for Science, Technological Development, and Innovation during the same period.
The Cabinet of Ministers took note of the Report and authorized Minister of Education and Science to sign a Letter of Commitment for the project. 
Commitment
The Ministry of Education and Science shall provide public co-financing necessary for the implementation of the project ‘Biopharmaceutical Research Centre (BioReCent)’ to the project Coordinator – the Latvian Institute of Organic Synthesis. The amount of co-financing will equal the contribution from the Horizon Europe Programme (which is 15 million EUR) for the development of scientific infrastructure.
Amount
15 000 000,00 EUR (fifteen million euros)
Terms and conditions
The co-financing is granted providing that the project “Biopharmaceutical Research Centre” is approved in the second round of the call for proposals in Programme Horizon Europe call “Teaming for Excellence (HORIZON-WIDERA-2023-ACCESS-01-01-two-stage)” and receives financing from the Horizon Europe Programme.
The envisaged source of the co-financing is European Union Cohesion Policy programme of Latvia for 2021-2027, namely the measure 1.1.1.2 “RIS3 research and innovation centers”. Therefore, project activities which are financed from this source should comply with regulations applicable for European Union structural funds for the programming period 2021-2027, i.a. activities shall be implemented in the territory of Latvia and timeframe of the implementation shall not exceed 2029. 
The complementary funding will be released within the time frame of 2025 – 2029. Provisionally, the Grant Agreement for the complementary funding shall be signed and prepayment (~30%) shall be distributed in the first quarter of 2025, the rest of payments will be distributed to the project Coordinator against cost claims in line with standard practice. 
The funds will be made available directly to the project Coordinator - Latvian Institute of Organic Synthesis. No additional evaluation of the BioReCent project proposal will be conducted on national level as regards to excellence, impact and implementation capacity.
Background information on entities involved
The Cabinet of Ministers is the highest executive body of the Republic of Latvia. The role and functions of the executive power are stipulated in the Satversme (the Constitution) of the Republic of Latvia and in the Cabinet of Ministers Structure Law.
The Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Latvia is responsible for R&I policy in Latvia. The Ministry of Finance is the Managing Authority of the European Union Structural Funds in Latvia.
Latvian Institute of Organic Synthesis is state-founded, and state funded autonomous public research organization under the supervision of the Ministry of Education and Science. The legal status of Latvian Institute of Organic Synthesis is derived public institution.
